In Donne's poetry, there is always an intellectual analysis of emotion. Every lyric
arises out of some emotional situation, and the emotion concerned is analysed
threadbare. Like a clever lawyer Donne gives arguments after arguments in support
of his point of view. Thus in Valediction: Forbidding Mourning he proves that true
lovers need not mourn at the time of parting; in the Canonisation he establishes
that lovers are saints of love, and in the Blossome he argues against the Petrarchan
love tradition. This imparts to his poetry a hard intellectual tone, but it also results
in that, "unification of sensibility", for which T.S. Eliot praised the Metaphysical

Elizabethan poetry in spite of merits and
popularity suffered from inherent weaknesses. It
was artificial and conventional. The uniform attitude
to love, the mechanical sweetness of verses, and the
decadence of inspiration were bound to produce
reaction. Donne led the revolt against Elizabethan
poets. He disliked the petrarchan convention, the
tears of lovers, the cruelty of the mistress, and
conceits of the Elizabethans. Thus, he may be said to
be the founder of a new type of poetry.

The word “metaphysical” has been defined
differently by various writers. R.S. Hillyer
writes:“Literally, it has to do with the conception of
existence, with the living universes and Man’s place
therein. Loosely, it has taken such meanings as these,
difficult, philosophical, obscure, ethereal, involved,
supercilious, ingenious, fantastic, and incongruous.”
According to Grierson, Donne’s poetry s
metaphysical, “not only in the sense of being erudite
and witty, but in the proper sense of being reflective
and philosophical.? In other words, the learned critic
feels that metaphysical poetry is “inspired by a

philosophical conception of the universe and the role
assigned to the human spirit in the great drama of
existence.

Dryden was the first to use the epithet
metaphysical poetry to cover the poetic work of
Donne, Cowley, Vaughan and his contemporaries.
Dr. Johnson revived this epithet and wrote an essay
on the metaphysical poets in his life of Cowley. Dr.
Johnson attacked the metaphysicals on several
grounds for their parade of lea rning, for their remote
and fantastic analogjes, and conceits, for their
carelessness in diction, for their novelty intended to
shock the reader, for their ingenious absurdity,
ruggedness and subtlety. He was indifferent to the
vein of weighty thought and brooding imagination,
the originality and metrical achievement of the
metaphysical poets. He had no eye for the nobler
and subtler qualities of their genius. A literary
dictator as he was, he condemned without
reservation what did not appeal to his classical mind.

There is plenty of Passion in this kind of
poetry, but it is passion combined with intense

Mithila is a geographical and cultural region of the Indian subcon nent,
mainly located in the Indian state o‘f Bihar. It is bounded on the north by the
Himalayas and on the south west east by the Ganges, Gandka and the
Gaushiki , Darbhanga, Saharsa, Purniya, North Monghyr and parts of the
Teraiy region in Nepal. The Mithila Mahatmaya describes the boundary of

Mithila in the following manner, “Between the Himalayas and the Ganges ,
intercepted by fifteen ‘rivers ,like the most holy land known as Tirebhukti;
beginning from the Kosi and running up to the Gandaki, its length is
declared to be twenty four yojanas, that is 192 miles; beginning from the
Ganges and extending up to Himalayan forests, it is sixteen yojanas wide ,
that is 128 miles. There is situated the city of Mithila.” The name Tirbhuk ,
appears In the records of the Gupta period . Tirabhuk is modern Tirhut.

The an quity of Mithila is proved beyond the shadow of doubt. The
story of the Aryan Colonisa on of Mithila is narrated in the shatapatha
brahmana and the name Mithila or Videha is derived from Videgha Mathava.
The word Mithila was derived from ;Manth; by the author of the *

A
man of religious temperament is constantly aware, constantly perceiving the
underlying unity, the fundamental oneness of all phenomena, and the perception of
such a relationship, such an inherent principle of unity, is revealed even by the
imagery of the earliest poetry of Donne. No doubt Donne's religious poetry belongs
to the later part of his career, to the period after his ordination, and the gloom,
despair and frustration which resulted from the death of his wife, poverty, and il]-

Abstract

Vidyapati was in the family of Maithila Brahmanas of kasyapa Gotra of Garh Bishaphi. An inscription of one

of his ancestors, Karmaditya, on a temple of Haihatta Devi at Habidih, is dated in La. Sam. 213. He was a

minister. His son Devaditya was a minister of peace and war and his seven sons were decorated with royal
titles. Devaditya’s eldest son, Vireshwara, compiled the paddhati of the most important Samskaras of the

Samvedic Brahmanas of Mithila and his nephew, Ramadatta, that of the Yajurvedics. Ramadatta’s father,

Ganeshwara, was the Mahasamantadhipati (Lord of the feudatories). Dhireshwara, great grandfather of
Vidyapati, was a famous Nibandhakara. Vireshwara’s son, Chandeshwar wrote his comprehensive
compendium of Hindu law in seven books called Ratnakaras. The Paddhatis of Vireshwara and Ramadatta are
followed in Mithila even today and the Nibandhas of chandeshwar still form the basis of the social and
religious life of Mithila. It may be noted that so many of them were members of the family of our poet.
Vidyapati was the son of Ganapati Thakur and grandson of Jayadatta. He was born at Bishaphi in the second

half of the fourteenth century A. D. It is not possible to suggest any exact date in the present state of our

knowledge.

The date of Vidyapati is a disputed point in the annals of Mithila and all attempts to fix the date of this great
poet have met with practically little or no success. The confusion, created by chronological irregularities on
account of the variance of the La. Same, the Saka and the Vikrama eras, still persists and we have hardly any

definite datum to start with. Since the evidences the date of Vidyapati are conflicting to assign any particular

date to our poet. It was in La. Sam. 293 (-Saka 1324-1402 A. D.) that Sivasimha ascended the throne. Since

Saka era is also given there and there is no difference of opinion about that era, we have taken it as authentic

date and its equivalent 1402 A. D. as the starting point of Sivasimha};gign. Vidyapati was an older

The Age of Donne comprising the last decade of the 16" century and early decades
of the 17" s, therefore, an age of transition. By this time the Renaissance impulse
has exhausted itself, the Elizabethan zest for life is gone, and the Elizabethan
exuberance and optimism has been succeeded by a mood of apprehension,
disillusionment and defeat.

The older traditions, values and ideals, the older social and moral order are
subjected to increasing criticism and faith in them is shaken. Men are bewildered
RAJIV KUMAR and confused, pessimistic and melancholy. All this is reflected in the satirical and
critical temper of the literature of the period. Emotionally, men still clung to the
older world view, while intellectually his faith was being undermined by the
incontrovertible evidence of the new empirical science This accounts for that
'dissociation of sensibility' which, with the exception of Donne's poetry, T.S. Eliot
considers as such a prominent feature of 17" century literature.*
